Trash and Recycling collection will not take place on the following holidays: New Year’s Day, Patriots Day, Memorial Day, 
Juneteenth, Independence Day, Labor Day, Columbus Day, Veterans Day, Thanksgiving, and Christmas.

YARD WASTE & LEAVES: Drop these off for free at the Town Leaf Compost Facility at 565 
Blacksmith Shop Rd. in Falmouth. The facility is open Tue, Thu, and Sat from 7:45a-3p except 
Thanksgiving, Christmas and New Year’s Day. Yard waste must be recycled and does not belong 
in your curbside trash or recycling.

WASTE MANAGEMENT FACILITY: There are many opportunities to recycle Bulky and Hard  
To Recycle Items at the Waste Management Facility at 458 Thomas B. Landers Rd. in Falmouth. 
The facility is open Tue-Sat, 7:45a-3p except Thanksgiving, Christmas, and New Year’s Day.  
Items must be sorted prior to arrival.

•	 Many items are accepted free of charge like Batteries, Textiles, Books, Food Scraps  
and Mercury-Containing Devices.

•	 Items such as TVs, Electronics, Tires, Mattresses, Air Conditioners, and Appliances require  
a fee to cover hauling and recycling expenses.

Yard Waste & Leaves: Drop these off 
for free at the Town Leaf Compost 
Facility at 565 Blacksmith Shop Rd. 
in Falmouth. The facility is open Tue, 
Thu, and Sat from 7:45a-3p except 
Thanksgiving, Christmas and New 
Year’s Day. Yard waste must be 
recycled and does not belong in your 
curbside trash or recycling. 

Free Household Hazardous Waste 
Collection: Drop off your unwanted 
household cleaners, auto and boat 
fluids, paints, pesticides and yard 
chemicals at events throughout 
the year. Falmouth residents may 
attend HHW events on August 20 at 
Mashpee High School, and October 
22 at the Bourne Landfill.
